Currently, Albania is facing the highest risk of death from Non-communicable Diseases (NCDs). The three main risk factors that lead the Albanian population to death is arterial hypertension, nutritional-related impact, and abuse of illegal substances. Throughout the issue, the Albanian population has over 30% mortality rate due to dietary problems and smoking takes 16% of the mortality rate. However, the country itself and the World Health Organization (WHO) have promoted good healthy nutrition absorption and physical activities to Albanian citizens. December 3, 2003         Oxford Health Alliance is founded. The Oxford Health Alliance, formerly known asOxford Vision 20/20, was established in 2003 as a collaboration between Novo Nordisk A/C and the University of Oxford. Its goal is to prevent epidemic chronic disease by addressing the three major risk factors in a coordinated manner, involving all stakeholders.
February 8, 2007      Derek Yach, a former executive director of the World Health Organization's (WHO) Noncommunicable Diseases and Mental Health cluster, is named Director of Global Health Policy at PepsiCo
March 2, 2007                KEI addressed a letter to WHO regarding the Essential Medicines List, listing many NCD medications as well as other potentially essential medications "if available from competitive generic suppliers at generic prices."
September 15, 2007       Following a summit on NCDs, the Caribbean states (CARICOM) are forced to endorse a UN General Assembly resolution that calls for a high-level meeting in 2011.
